Anthony Craig (10) of Steubenville is a big 103-pounder who placed 8th at last year’s OVAC and now finds himself as the top seed.  His opponent will be Damon Outward (10) from Martins Ferry.  Outward squeaked by his opponent Josh Henderson of Beaver Local with an 8-6 overtime victory.  Outward was a small 103 pounder last year and has now grown into the 103 pound weight class this season. 

Zach Tubaugh (10) of John Marshall snuck by Tyler Singleton Buckeye Local 1-0 in the quarterfinals.  He will be up against Lance Hill (10) of Parkersburg South in the semi finals, to whom he dropped a 3-2 decision at the WHIZ Duals earlier this month.

Josh Bartrug (12) of River, last year’s 103-pound OVAC champion, has got his weight under control is now the first seed at 112.  His two loses came at 125 pounds.  He will face underdog Kyle Moffitt (10) of Indian Creek.  Moffitt avenged his earlier loss in the first round with a win over Anthony Parada of Steubenville.  Moffitt placed 7th at the OVAC’s last year at 103.
Bryce Gainer (11) of Parkersburg South placed 3rd in his first OVAC tournament last year.  He will be facing Zach Brown (11) Oak Glen, whom he defeated 5-2 at last year’s OVAC tournament.  Brown brings a spotless 20-0 record into the semifinals.

David Jeffrey (11) of Parkersburg South is a returning OVAC champ at 112.  All three of his loses came at the Ironman Tournament, hailed as one of the toughest tournaments in the nation.  He will be facing off against Brandon Llewellyn (10) of Steubenville.  Llewellyn is down a weight class from last year where he placed 4th at 125 at the OVAC tournament.  Llewellyn is a very physical wrestler and not afraid to mix it up with his opponent.

Devin Talbott (10) River Talbott placed 8th at the OVAC’s last year.  Talbott won his quarterfinal match 1-0 over Clay Crosier of Barnesville.  Talbott and Bartrug are benefiting from working out from one another.  He will face a tough opponent in Jeremy Border (11) of Caldwell.  Border is already a 2-time OVAC runner-up, finishing 2nd to Jeffrey in the 112-pound class last year.

Newcomer Jesse Schiffbauer (12) of University has been the number one ranked wrestler at this weight all season and also received the first over all seed.  He will take on #5 Tyler Karcher of Parkersburg South, who upset the 4th seed Kaleb Riggle of East Liverpool by fall in the quarterfinals.
Justin Goode (12) of John Marshall will have a rematch with Johnny McComas (12) of Beaver Local in the semifinals.  They are now both three time OVAC placers.  In an earlier matchup this year, McComas decisioned Goode in the final ride out!  Both are very experienced wrestlers and we should be in for a treat of a match.

Kyle Bauer (12) of Wheeling Park is no stranger to the finals as he’s making his fourth appearance, having two runner-up finishes and a 2010 OVAC title to his name. He will be facing newcomer to the line up for Parkersburg South, Jordan Quiocho.  Quiocho is not only enjoying his first OVAC tournament, but his first actual season wrestling for the Patriots.  He missed his entire freshman year due to a broken hand he suffered during football season.
In a rematch of last year’s 125 pound 5th place OVAC match. Kole Kooper (11) of Oak Glen again will face off with 2nd seeded Chase Kinemond (10) of Shadyside. Kinemond won the match last year to take the 5th place spot.

1st seed Ian Baker (10) is the second of Shadyside sophomores to make the semifinals.  Baker was a finalist last year at 130 taking second.  He will be wrestling Tyler Richards (10) of Parkersburg South.  Richards avenged a 2010 OVAC loss by handing Union Local’s Mitch Friede a 5-0 defeat.
Josh Davis (11) Bellaire this will be his third time placing at the OVAC’s in three years, but his first time in the semifinals.  He will face off against 2nd seed Shawn McGee (11) of Steubenville.  This will also be McGee’s third time placing in three years.  McGee has moved up from 119 to 135 this season and has filled out nicely.

Surprise semifinalist Jesse Perroots of University upset  #1 seed Cody Churchill of Oak Glen in the quarter finals 3-1.  Perroots, a transfer from Waynesburg, PA, will face off against 4th seed Jonathan Muntz (12) of Monroe Central.  Muntz snuck into the semifinals with a 10-9 win over unseeded Ethan Kelley of Steubenville. 

One of only two unseeded wrestlers to make the semifinals TrevorVilga (12) of Brooke defeated 6th seed Dalton Hall of John Marshall 7-5 and then pinned 3rd seed Seth Stickley in Shenandoah in the second period.  He will face off against #2 seed Caleb Norman (11) of Parkersburg South.  Norman was a 3rd placer at 130 last year.  Norman has started the tournament out with three falls in 6:02.

1st seed David Schlieper (12), Cameron’s only semifinalist is now a 4 time OVAC placer looking for his first finalist appearance.  He will face off against 5th seed Steven Swartz (12) of Beaver Local.  This will be Swartz’s first time placing at the OVAC’s as he eyes the crown.  

6th seed Briar Shively (10) of Parkersburg South has moved up from 125 where he placed 3rd at the OVAC’s to 145.  The 20 pound jump seemed not to hurt him as he is now in the semifinals against the 2nd seed Mason Gulash (11) of Shadyside.  Gulash only has been on the mat so far 2:16.

1st seed Dominic Prezzia (12) St. Clairsville this will be his 4th trip to the finals and his last chance to capture the elusive OVAC title.  Dominic has pinned his first three opponents in a 1:41 and looks like he is on his way to win the Hercules Award (most pins fastest amount of time). His opponent Cody Berisford (12) of Wheeling Park placed 8th last year at 140 at the OVAC’s and has the hard task of wrestling Dom in the semifinals.

Phil King (12) of University has lived up to his 3rd seed as he has made it into the semifinals.  He will face off against the 2nd seed Marshall Mason (12) of John Marshall,  now a 3 time placer at the OVAC.

Bobby Richmond (12) of Bishop Donahue is a finalist from last year still looking for his first championship at the OVAC’s.  He started the tournament out with three falls, but faces off against the tough three-time OVAC placer Mike Rose (12) Martin’s Ferry.
In the bottom half 3rd seed Doug Eddy (11) of Harrison Central looks to improve on his 7th place finish at 160 pounds last year.  He will face off against sophomore Cody Amos of Wheeling Park, who also placed 7th but at 152.

Chris Smith(12) Parkersburg South started out the season at 189 for the second year in a row but has once again found his groove at 171.  Smith lost a 2-1 overtime decision to Madonna’s Max Nogay at the same weight last year and is looking to stand atop the podium for his final appearance at the OVAC.  This will be Brent Kirk (12) of Buckeye Local’s first placement at the OVAC Tournament.

Kale Rayner (10) of Caldwell, being only a sophomore, has dominated his opponents en route to the semifinals with a fall and two major decisions, giving up only one point.  He will face off against Jeff Oberdick (11) of Martins Ferry who is a three time OVAC placer looking for his 2nd trip to the finals after dropping down and making the finals at 189 last year. Oberdick has also pinned his first three opponents.

1st seeded Kris Lankford (12) of University slipped by unseeded Charlie Keenan of Steubenville 4-3.  He will now face off against 4th seeded Thomas Schwing (11) of John Marshall.  This will be Schwing’s first placement in the OVAC’s.
Steven Brogle (11) Parkersburg South has 3 falls in 4:19.  Brogle finished 3rd last year at the same weight.  He will be taking on 5th seed Christian Roe (11) Weirton Madonna which upset the number 2 seed Nathan Dawson Brooke 3-2 in Overtime.  Roe is certified to wrestle at 171 and has bumped up to 189 for the OVAC tournament and actually credit’s South’s Chris Smith with being the reason for making that decision.

1st seed Greg Moray (10) of Steubenville will be looking for his first placement.  He’s certainly no slacker in the weight room.  To look at him, no one would guess he’s just a sophomore.  He’ll be facing Caleb Gunn (12) of Cambridge, the second unseeded wrestler to make the semifinals.  Gunn took 4th last year at 215.
#6 Nicholas Pederson (12) of Brooke finished 7th last year at 189.  He defeated #3 Matt Shurina of Harrison Central 4-3 in overtime in the quarterfinals.  He’ll meet up with #2 Dylan Davis (11) of Oak Glen, who placed 3rd last year at 215.

Michael Berardi (12) of John Marshall, the #3 seed got into the semifinals by beating Brooke’s Anthony Pederson 2-1 in overtime.  He placed 6th last year at 285.  He’ll square off against undefeated Aaron Silverion (12) of Shadyside, who is looking to improve upon his 5th place finish at 285 last year.
